Question 93

In usual life or meditation,
how to handle fancy?

There are two models to handle fancy.
First, recall model; Second, synchronism
model.

Recall model is to think and recall the
past fancies. However, we should just let
the fancy go away instead of catching it. The
more you recall it, the deeper it roots in your
memory. Unless, the fancy indicates a very
important matter that needs to be judged
with a right standpoint, otherwise, don’t
bother yourself with such fancy. Don’t waste
any time and energy to recall it.

Synchronism model is to notice fancy at
“here and present only” just like Zen people
suggested. You may call this model as Syn-
chro-notice. When fancy comes, a notice
is a simple notice; neither fol-
low the
nor try to

fancy

push it
back to
your memory.
Keep it impersonal and
objective without any criticizing
when you notice the fancy. A fancy will
come, function, change and then terminate.
If you make no response to the fancy, it will
fade away gradually and naturally.

Cultivation should be in a labor saving
manner. Therefore, I recommend you to ap-
ply the Synchronism model. By the way,
why should a fancy to be clearly noticed?
When you read a newspaper, had you ever
read every single word of it? Had you ever
checked the dictionary? Otherwise, you
simply scan the news as long as you could
get the whole ideal of it.

Usually, there are four responses for a
fancy. First, push it back; Second, try to
escape or pretend to ignore; Third, follow it;
Fourth, face it. You are supposed to face
the fancy. About “face it”, you simply notice
the existence of fancy; you don’t have to re-
alize it in serious manner. As the mother of
fancy is Karma, it always comes with its
family. Therefore, fancy seldom comes
alone. Fancies are a bunch, coming
continuously, jumping randomly and end-
ing up with superposition. Therefore, you
have no chance to recognize the whole fam-
ily of fancies. On the other hand, Synchro-
nism model is to synchro-notice the fancies
while Recall model is to pick them up and
review again. The former is the right way to
take care of fancies.

Fancies need to be channeled off instead
of damming up. “Face it” is the way to chan-
nel it off while “push it back” is to
dam it up. Bewaring,

the result of

/ breaking. The
living is t he

cultivation. We should take ap-
propriate measures in accordance with lo-
cal conditions. Wisdom is everywhere.
Therefore, there is no fixed model for
cultivation. You may collect wisdom only in
practical practicing. Therefore, meditation
is a business not only on sit-pillow.
Bewaring, don’t limit your view at each

single tree and neglect the forest.

he Wisdom is the highest virtue and above everything else. In
Tthe evil world of Ignorance and five kinds of turbidity

surroundings, the only thing that people can count on is the
great wisdom of Buddha-dharma. The wisdom will smoothly
guide us completely liberate from the Three Realms of Samsara.

The Wisdom as a bright lamp can dispel darkness; as a boat can
ferry us to the Other-shore of enlightenment; as a bridge can get us
across a barren and unwholesome view; as a good doctor can cure a
chronic disease and as a wonder drug can release pain.

The Wisdom as a horse with enormous speed and power can
carry us travels a long distance; as a sharp sword can cut through
hard iron as soft mud; as a strong armor can protect our Wisdom-
life; as jewelry and valuables can be used to buy *Dharma-kaya!

But on the land of Ultimate Liberation, the wisdom i1s all
consummate and complete. All dharmas runs smoothly and
naturally as they are. There is no distinction between wisdom and
no-wisdom.

As the Wisdom that leads into all truth, everything is in the
perfect status. There is no deficiency. Therefore, no attaining is
necessary at all!

He
worshipped the Buddha and went home happily.
The story --- dharma properties bring earthly fortunes ---
was wide spread.

Wisdom-contemplating is an important practice. It is the final stage of
cultivating the Tri-core of Buddhism, commandments, meditation and
wisdom.

Wisdom-contemplating is precious. If you can't clearly contemplate the
essence of all things, it is impossible for you to make the dream of libera-
tion come true.

Wisdom-contemplating needs practicing. For any worldly affairs, skill
comes from practicing. For the eternal affairs, great wisdom comes from
more practicing. °

Therefore, for any cultivator, he must add the practicing of wisdom-con-
templating when he firmly obeys the commandments and seldom breaks
them and cultivates the meditation stably. Although commandments,
meditation and wisdom are practicing in sequence, taking a global view of
them, they are inseparable and cooperating. For example, commandments
consolidate meditation; meditation bears wisdom; wisdom improves the
skill of commandments and meditation practicing and deepen them.
Therefore, we should continuously practice the Tri-core in order to attain
the ultimate and perfect achievement.
