Matters as branches and knots are not the major
direction. Countless variations of appearance are not
the major direction. Mind cramming with thoughts and
Mind with
jumbles is not the major direction. Mind without any

remembrance is not the major direction.

leads and clues is not the major direction. Mind without
any orderly ways is not the major direction. Unintelligible
statements of the world are not the major direction.

In fact, the extrinsic world is nothing but a dream!
There is no rule to follow at all in dream because all the
details of a dream are reflection of mind activities. You
will take these details as real if you don't perceive the
fact.

Then, gain and loss are quite
distinctive. High and low are
quite contrary. Beauty and
ugliness are quite different.
Venerable and dishonorable are
not the same at all. These two
contrary things will reverse and
fight each other. If so, we were
taken in by games of our mind
consciousness.

Standing on the essence of
mind, all things are illusory and
unreal. As looking a movie,
should we abandon ourselves to
the characters' happiness or grief
when they laugh or cry in the
play? As having a dream, will you
really get or lose when the

leading role gets or loses in your

dream?
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It seems easy to understand. However, to say is one
thing, to do is another. When the power of previous karma
draws evil consequence on you and the recollection of
previous life was obstructed by the rebirth confusion, you
declare that you understand Emptiness but your behavior
reveals that you are not.

Depending on the force of your habit, the mode
may make countless changes. All the changes may sum
up in a word "attachment"!

No attachment at all, this is the right, holy, and solemn
time for you to liberate from the Three Realms of
Samsara. Therefore, "No obstacle in mind" is extremely
rare to get!

Wish all of us, sons of the Buddha, make ceaseless
right efforts. Reach the state of having no obstacle in
mind early. Transcend worldliness and attain holiness.

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Dear ADVICE SISTER:

I am 32 years old. I have a very good job right now and

I'm also quite happy to be single. However, my family and

friends keep telling me that I should get married. I think

that marriage is a very important decision in one's life: if a

person isn't ready, he or she should not get married. I think

that people who marry without knowing each other for very

long end up with problems. Many end up divorced. This

hurts not only the couple, but their children, family and

friends. Advice Sisters, when IS the right time for a man to

marry? How can I get my family to see that I am not ready

for marriage right now?

A man who is happy to be single right now

ADVICE SISTER ALISON'S TAKE:

You ask when is the best time to get married, but I think

this is so highly personal that there isn't one real answer.

The wrong time would be when you are marrying just to

please someone else, but not yourself! You are the driving

force in your own life. When you lose control or give up that

responsibility to someone else, di-
saster is sure to follow! Many

normal, intelligent, attractive,
successful men and women
choose never to marry. In the
United States, the age at
which men and women marry
has been rising every
decade. While most Ameri-
can men and women still
choose to marry in the mid
to late 20's, or 30's because
they would like to raise a
family, an increasing num-
ber of singles are voluntarily
delaying marriage until their
40's and beyond. You may
be one of these singles who
wants to wait a while longer
before establishing a perma-
nent relationship Be true to
your inner voice which will let
you know IF and WHEN the
time is right for you to marry.
It is far more destructive and
selfish to marry because your
family expects it, than to re-
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sist their demands. How could you be a kind and up-
standing man if you brought a wife and children reluc-
tantly into your life just to present your parents with
grandchildren or to make your friends happy?

I may alarm some parents reading this column, but
while I feel that most people's lives are enhanced with a
spouse, I do not believe that everyone is meant to be
married or have children. The men and women who tell
THE ADVICE SISTERS that they are most desperate to
get married, usually turn out to be the ones feeling the
most pressure from friends and family. These single
men and women may indeed marry out of "obligation,"
but they are using innocent people and often end up re-
alizing their worst fears by ending up with unsuitable
partners, and unhappy children who suffer the
consequences. Any parent, friend, or family member who
pushes you to do something that you are not ready to do,
or don't feel willing to do in your heart, cannot be hon-
estly thinking of your well being. Resist the pressure and
remind them of the serious consequences of their
coercion. In time, you may find a wonderful woman and
marry her, but those who really care about you will allow
you to make your own choices and be happy for you in
whatever lifestyle you choose as long as you are happy

with it, too.
ADVICE SISTER JESSICA'S TAKE:

I, too, am surprised (actually, dismayed) at how often
"well-meaning" friends and family" push a man or woman
towards marriage for no apparent reason other than THEY
think it's the "right time,"
lieve what the family and friends are doing is "cruel".
Misguided might be a better word. I believe they do this

but unlike Alison, I do not be-

because there is a perception that a "time comes" for a
man or woman to marry and if at that time the man or
woman does not, either: 1) the perception is that
the opportunity will have passed (in the United
States, for example, we often hear people say, "It
gets harder to meet anyone once you are out of
college") or 2) it will be perceived by others that
there is something "wrong" with the man or
woman who does not marry by a certain age.
Of course, nothing could be further from the
. truth! At all ages and whatever a person is do-
. ing in life at any time, there are other people to
meet, become friends with, and marry if one
chooses to do so. In our book, RECRUITING
LOVE: USING THE BUSINESS SKILLS YOU
HAVE TO FIND THE LOVE YOU WANT (Cyclone
Books, 1998), we point out over and over again
that anyone at any age and any place can find
true and lasting love--and marriage, if that is
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their goal. But you do have to know what you really
want, what you have to offer, and where to find it.

In my view, it is wrong for these "well-meaning"
friends and family to push a person towards marriage.
As you have said, it is a personal decision and an
important one. I agree with Alison that if you are not
ready, you should not make such a commitment, even
if it would "please" your friends or family members. If
the time never seems "right" for arriage, chances are
you should not marry.

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"right time" because that decision is based on
circumstance, desire for such a relationship, and per-
sonal factors that transcend a timeframe. And, you
should not marry at all if you are not prepared to make
the commitment to one person that marriage entails.

In the West, there is no longer much (or any) stigma
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attached to remaining happily single. Alison sites
the statistics in the United States of the rising age
at which men and women are choosing to marry. It
has been said that those who marry before the age
of 20 prolong ties to immediate family and friends
that impede them from becoming independent
individuals. In some families however (and yours may
be one of them) , when a person marries, he or she
marries not just a "person” but a "family" as well. In
the United States, a couple who marries is expected
to strike out on their own and create a new unit...in
other cultures, that "new" couple becomes more a
part of an existing, extended family unit. If your family
believes in this extended family unit, you may feel
more pressure to marry.

I totally agree with Advice Sister Alison that it is
extremely important to be true to yourself and follow
your own path, relying on what your heart and head
tell you is right. While it is a virtue to want to please
family and friends, it is wrong to do so at the cost of
one's own common sense. If you know (and appar-
ently you do) that marriage would be "wrong" at this
time, you would be doing wrong to please family and
friends by getting married. Ruining your own life
would be bad enough, but also ruining the lives of
others, which you would undoubtedly do if the mar-
riage did not work out, would be completely unac-
ceptable and selfish.



Like Alison, I believe that marriage is a won-
derful institution for those who want, but I also
think that there are many other kinds of rela-
tionships which may be "enough" for modern
men and women that are no "less good" than
marriage...just different. When and if you are
ready to enter into marriage, the time you have
taken to sort out in your own mind what you
want, what you have to offer and what you are
prepared to bring to a marriage will serve you
well and help you make good choices. In my
view, remaining single is an acceptable option
for any man or woman who knows he or she
does not want the kind of monogamy and hard

work that a good, long-lasting marriage

necessarily entails.

If both have high love EQ, know
how to love others and know how to be considerate,
they can hold together very well. On the contrary, if
one of them have low love EQ, not knowing how to
love others, they may run into problem easily, not
mentioning getting marry. Because, a people who don't
know how to love others will hurt others easily.

So the right time to get marry neither depends on
age, successful career nor family, but on the love EQ.
When the love between man and woman cover the
love to family and friends, this couple will earn the
blessing from others and will hold together very well.
Then, the right time to get marry will know naturally.
