Within
the realm of truth, each of us completely
with one another without a difference.

What is always conformable
to public taste?

This is one of the ten great
vows of Samantabhadra
Bodhisattva.

Why should we be always
conformable to public taste?

That is because the public is
very difficult to lead. Usually,
they are very rigid in their
opinions. Therefore, you must
conform yourself to the ways of
the public in order to make
them happy. Afterward, make
it easier to lead them.

However, should you con
form yourself in any case?

The answer is --- Of course
not! If it is a good business, you
may conform yourself to it with
pleasure. If it is a bad business,
you must insist your own way.
Especially, very bad businesses
such as killing and stealing,
you surely shouldn't conform
yourself to anybody. Moreover,
you are supposed to lead the
public to the right way.

Therefore, when we talk
about "Be always conformable
to the public", it is on condi-
tion that every business has its
specific major and secondary
causes. If a business has good
causes, you absolutely may con-
form yourself to it. However, in
most cases, those good busi-
nesses seem never pop up
immediately. Therefore, you
should take your time and lead
the businesses to the right way
gradually. Sometime, within
the process of guidance, you
may concede some points to the
public. In other words, some
improper habits could be tem-
porally tolerated. In other
words, before we reach the com-
pletely good, there is a little bit
bad would coming up to put a
barrier. However, a bodhisattva
with great compassion never

gives up the duty to lead and
teach the public in spite of
their bad habits.

Therefore, at the back of the
ideal "Be always conformable to
the public", there is an eternal
gist of the bodhisattva's way ---
great mercy and compassion.
Within all concession,
tolerance, guidance,
iKiK..etc., there is a
unique aim.

What effects will be brought up to the

meditation by misleading thinking?

Ideal:

During meditation, some feel good, some feel bad, and some feel so so.

All the above thinking are misleading thinking. Any judgements of high or low on affairs are the

separating conscious. All of these thinking are the obstacle to the cultivation.

Method:

Generally when one thinks he has some achievement in cultivation, arrogance will be brought up at the

time. After a long period of time, arrogance will then become a part of one's character.

On the country, if one thinks he has no achievement in cultivation, one will keep giving himself

negative image implying he is not good at cultivation. After a period of time, this one will draw back and

decide not to cultivate.

All the obstacles to the cultivation come
from the misleading thinking. Therefore,
we should not have any misleading think-
ing during meditation. Only when we stay
at right thinking can we have the right
meditation. Under right meditation, there
is no judgement of good quality of medita-
tion or bad quality of meditation. While
we are disturbed by misleading thinking
during meditation, we don't need to care
about it. And, while our right thinking are
interrupted by the misleading thinking
during meditation, donit even care about
it, what we have to do is just go back to the
right thinking directly.

Conclusion:

The more the right thinking, the less the
misleading thinking. This kind of status is
the most effective meditation. &%
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{Explanation)

A person without obstacle in mind, there-
fore he must be calm and at ease in the face
on all occasions. Since there is no gain and
loss, there is no uneasy and fear. Since there
is no right and wrong, there is no anxiety and
puzzle. Since there is no superiority and
inferiority, there is no discrimination and
criticism.

He has completely walked out of shadow
of fears. He already knew that everything is
unreal. Did a false tiger eat you? Did a false
devil hurt you? Did false toys you had gotten
please you? Did false fame completely satisfy
you and made you no insufficiency?

He deeply realizes the following:

All things should be let go. All problems
should be no problem. All heart should be
peaceful and calm. Under such circumstances,
he is the happiest people of the world. He
has completely liberated himself from ambigu-
ous nervousness, inmost fear, indescribable
fear, incomprehensible fear, uncertain fear,
trifling fear and other fears.

Life is not a jail or a gathering of suffer-
ings any more. Life becomes an endless hap-
piness and pleasure. The key to turn the life
is our Heart! &
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Hello! Dear friends!

What are we supposed to talk about today?

Let's talk about "Money, Sex, Fame, Eating and
Sleeping".

OK! These are very personal matters. Some dharma
cultivators called these matters as "Five roots of the hell".

Ow! It sounded very terrible when I first heard.
However, it seemed a right ideal to me when I thought it over
carefully.

Let's start off from " money". Right before the Chi-
nese lunar year, some people used to commit robbery. Their
targets might be banks, jewelry stores, super markets, bank
cars,.......etc.

The most terrible matter is these robbers killed
people when they robbed. In such case, they committed
two commandments "Killing and robing" at the same
time

It's a shame! People

used to have a misunder-
standing that "Only Bud-
dhists have the causation
problem if they committed
commandments.” Therefore, as long as they are not Buddhists,
the causation can never have control on them.

Let me draw two analogies for this
misunderstanding. When the sun rose, only the eastern people
can see the light whereas the western people never have a
chance to enjoy the warm. Second, the southern people drank
water to release thirst whereas the northern people can never
get that releasing. Do these two analogies make any sense to
you?

Plant a melon, get a melon; plant beans, get beans.
As long as the conditions such as sunshine, air and water are
ready, nobody can plant a melon but get beans instead. The
causation is the truth of universe and the law of life. No one
can make an exception.

There is a Chinese saying "A gentleman should

earn his money with a right way." The "way" is supposed to
be a right way and fit for the social justice. It shouldn't be
wrong ways such as stealing, cheating, abducting and robbing.
According the causation, live in poverty is the cau-
sation of previous greediness. On the contrary, live in rich-
ness is the causation of previous alms giving to the poor.
Therefore, if you eager to be a millionaire in every rebirth, the
wisest way to make it is to give alms to the poor all the time.
Give & take! Give & take! There is give; there is take. Give
first; take first. Give last; take last. There is no give; there is no
take!
An ordinary man is doing a business, meanwhile,

the dharma guardians are watching. The cau-

sation never makes a mistake. We
shouldn't take any chance to commit any
commandment. A dharma adviser said
that the unlawful money got by steal-

ing and robbing actually is "the money

o buy a ticket to the hell." The
stealer and robber have to pay
ff the debts with a terrible
price in present life  or in future lives.
There was a wise monk said that "One life to be a
government official will end up with a following nine lives of
a ox." The monk gave us a kind suggestion "Don't commit
jobbery." We should have fear on the causation. Therefore,
don't take any chance to do anything evil.

Next, let's talk about "Sex". Big head: Ow! This is
a topic ratted XXX. Little fish: However, everybody needs to
face it. Few days ago, I had a business bus tip with some of my
colleagues. When the bus ran on the provincial road No.1
near Hsin-Chu County, there were some pitchwomen who had
sexy dress pop up before our eyes.

I got what you mean. You are talking about "Sisters

areca'.

Yes! As you already knew, their dresses were re-

ally too sexy. Therefore, you can't help but draw a notice on

So what? Little fish: So what! That embarrassed
me a lot! Big head: How come? If there is somebody was
supposed to be embarrassed, the girls should be. Why you?

Well! My colleagues knew I cultivated myself
with buddha-dharma for many years.

That explained why I should feel embarrass.

How come?

In fact, I believed that every one in the bus saw
these sexy girls but none of us confessed to it.

According the Buddha teaching, Desire realm.
That's right! Desire realm meant that it was a world
collected all kinds of desires. Ordinary men who didn't get rid
of those desires, as long as we were alive, we surely would
have desires. Only grass, wood, tile and stone can have no
feeling on those girls.
Besides, I continue to be a vegetarian for these
years. If someone knew that I had fancies on those girls, people
would look down %

on me.

Little fish! Is

a cow a veg-

etarian or not?
All cows are vegetarians besides they eat grass
only.

How do you say if cows have desires or not?

I thought they had desires. Otherwise, where those
little cow came from?

Therefore, eating vegetable only has no absolute
relation with desire control.

What should I do right now?

Next time, when you see sexy girls, you simply
think they are your family, then, you won't have any fancy on
them.

If they were my sisters, I won't allow them to be
the "Sisters areca".

Your sisters or someone else's sisters, did they make
so different to your judgment.

You are right! I should discriminate in favor of my
own sisters.

On dharma cultivating point of view, when a ill

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fancy came, you was supposed to raise a right thinking to make
the ill one damped down gradually. For example, chanting the
Buddhas' or Bodhisattvas' name, spelling magic words, con-
templating relics of human body and so forth, these are good
manners to rescue you from ill fancies.

In your opinion, people have desires is a normal
matter.

Let me explain something more. If in the field of
our consciousness still have seeds of sex desire, we will have
a chance to commit the karma of sex when the condition of
sex pop up. Therefore, if you play innocent when the "Sisters
areca” pop up before your eyes, you actually saw them clearly
with your "heart". Moreover, if you already had some ill fan-
cies however you denied them, you actually deep planted those
sex seeds back into your conscious field again. In fact, more

sex seeds than the

original seeds will

be planted.
What should I do?
Any regret is useless. However, a sincerely confes-
sion and reformation are necessary.
I got you.
In fact, you were afraid to lose good fame, therefore,
you denied that you had fancies on those sexy girls. Am I
right?
Yes! A face problem is a fame problem.
Become a monk or nut don't mean to become a
Buddha. Start to cultivate don't mean to complete the
cultivation. Don't forget that we are human beings with all kinds
of desire.
Did you mean that a lust for sex is our nature?
No! I tried to point out the ideal of master Tai-Hsu
that "One step before the Buddha is a perfect man". A cultiva-
tor should care about fame no more. In fact Fame is cheaper
than face tissue. Fame is easier to penetrate than face tissue.

Face tissue can be used in a couple of ways. Fame has no use

at all; besides, it hindered the growth of life. All of us had
brought seeds of greediness, anger, stupidity, arrogance and
doubt then came to the present life. Only a natural fool would
be fooled around by fame. Only a brave warrior can stand up
and fight with those ill passions.

I agree what you said. We pretend innocence too
much. We love fame too much. A sex arrow from the "Sisters
areca" shot every one of us. However, we refused to pull out
the arrow.

A sex arrow! What a good name! Think about it. If
an arrow shot you therefore you went a doctor, However, the
doctor said to you "I am a surgeon". Therefore, he cut down
the arrow tail and kept the arrowhead in your body. Then, he
applied a good-looking bandage to the wound. Besides, he rec-
ommends that it is not necessary of you to see any physician.
Most of all, you had better com- pletely forget the

matter that you had been shot. How do you think

about the doctor?
I would like to beat that stupid surgeon.

Then, Little fish! Right now! You are supposed to
beat yourself in the first place.

Why?

On the way of cultivation, you should be your own
advisor from time to time besides the other advisors. When
you have to face the maturity problem of life, you simply face
it bravely without think a little bit about fame. Otherwise, you
will delay the action of remedy therefore lose the human life
and end up with getting a rebirth as animal, ghost or hell beings.
The question is not how you answered the queries of your
colleague. The gist is that you look too much about the fame
of a Buddhist and a vegetarian. This fame just like the useless
bandage as long as the arrowhead hasn't been pulled out yet.
If the five poisoned arrows haven't been pulled out form our

consciousness, the illness of life can't be cured.
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I understood. Put it this way, a real fame lover
should pull out those poisoned arrows bravely to make the
fame supported by the fact very well.

Yes! You got good points. Next, let's talk about
"eating". '

Within the just past lunar year vacation, Most people
started eating many days before the New Year's Eve. Then,
kept eating from the New Year's Eve to the Chinese lantern
festival. Finally, kept eating from the Chinese lantern festival
to the spring-wine festival. Machine in factory used to stop
working and have a good maintenance at the end of a year.
However, a much more precious and delicate human body than
machine never get a chance to take a break whole year around.
Moreover, people overload their body especially within the
New Year vacation.

You report the matter truly. If someone has a new
car or motorcycle, he will oil the vehicle with high quality
gasoline and lube. Moreover, he will wipe off the dust and
keep the vehicle shine almost all the time. On the other hand,
what we have done for our stomach? We feed the stomach
with grill food, bake food, fired food, pickled food and junk
food. Why?

Some of my colleagues thought I was a miserable
guy because I can only eat vegetable and bean curd while they
eat all kinks of meat.

Who should feel miserable? I think should be those
chicken, duck and fish.

Why should animal sacrifice their lives for human
beings eating desire? Who have the right to break the animal's
family? If you think all over it, how can you still have appetite?

Master Guang-Chin said "Today you eat a pound of
meat; tomorrow you have to give them back 16 ounces". In
fact, those meat eaters will have a killing causation with ani-
mal realm. Within the spectrum of evil karmas, killing karma
is a very terrible branch. No matter you would like to have a
longevous life or want to success in dharma cultivation as early
as possible, "Be mercy and to be a vegetarian" is an easier
way. Moreover, there is a poem in a Buddhism sutra.

What poem?

Satisty and limit the eating
Enjoy the leisure time
Sitting in meditation and be effort
This is what Buddhism really is.

Yes! In my experience, I agree with that every
Buddhist should mildly insist himself to be a vegetarian.
Moreover, never eat too much.

Finally, let's talk about sleeping.

OK!

A great advisor said "Eat less, sleep less". Eating
should be properly limited to keep your consciousness away

from muddle. Therefore, you can cultivate yourself with a

clear mind.

Yes! According some medical reports, a lethargic
sleep will make the nerve system and endocrine stay in the
state of inefficiency and sometimes malfunction. This condi-
tion is not good.

I have heard there is a practicing called "Dream
cultivation”. That means even in sleep, a good cultivator won't
give up the chance to cultivate. Besides the regular practicing
of dharma, I hope one can practice the Hinayana dharma ---
"The four earnest contemplation" when he is walking, standing,
sitting and lying. When sleeping, he practices "Dream
cultivation”. Therefore, the cultivation can expand itself to
most extent gradually. Under such circumstance, he will be
able to obtain the enlightenment easier.

Ow! I am in envy of the state.

Don't just envy. In fact, the advisor recommends us
to practically practice the dharma.

What should I do?

For example, you may sit in meditation before and
after the night sleeping.

What's the benefit of it?

Both sitting in meditation and sleeping are two states
that make the body and mind quiet and stable. Although they
are two different models, however, they can benefit with each
other. In my experience, sitting in meditation before night sleep-
ing may promote the quality of the sleeping and prevent mak-
ing a muddle or noisy sleep. Sitting in meditation right after
night sleeping will continue the calm state of sleep, therefore,
will improve the state of meditation.

It sounds good to me. I will try it.

Good! When you drink a cup of water, you surely
know it warm or cool. No matter what I have advocated, it still
needs you to experience all by yourself.

You already illuminated my mind. We may find
numerous Dharma-doors anywhere and anytime.

Let's right! When your heart links with dharma, no
matter where you are and what time is it, you can practice

dharma.
